MINUTES

The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by
Dave Konnerth, Chair at 1:42 p.m.

There were no changes made to the agenda.

The minutes for November 1 were approved (M: Dell, S: Prichard) with
20 yes votes, 0 no votes and 2 abstentions (Bouplon, Waul-Santiago).

The Chair shared the remaining committee work plans for the upcoming
year and presented a proposal for changing the April retreat from a half
day to a full day. The April retreat will include a full day presentation by
Scott Thompson from AED tiled CARE Act Planning in a Changing
Environment. Members voted to extend the April 4™ retreat to a full day
and make the October retreat a half day.

Aubrey Arnold shared an update on the RFA process. Applications
were turned in on November 20" team scoring occurred on December
5 and the Grantee's office will post the contracts awarded by
December 8". Upcoming contracts will be five year agreements with
annual renewals.

The Ryan White Information System (RWIS) audit is coming to an end.
Internal staff testing and HIPAA testing will occur in December, external
testing with providers will begin in January, provider training is expected
in January/February.

A. Health Services Advisory — Jim Roth, Co-Chair

The committee reviewed the controlled substances expenditures and
found nothing of concern and decided to review these expenditures
annually in July. The committee would like to recommend a formulary
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adjustment to extend a 30 day supply to a 60 day/2 month supply
because of the time involved to process a client into other programs.
The minimum standards of care for oral health were reviewed, and the
committee recommends a revision. The following motion passed (M:
Prichard, S: Martin) with 22 yes votes and O no votes:

The committee is planning a joint meeting with Client Services in
December for a presentation on Medicare Part D. After receiving input
from HRSA, the Grantee'’s office and various members, the committee
decided not to pursue the addition of a new seat to the Care Council for
Hepatitis and other co-morbidities, but welcomes applicants who have
expertise in those areas.
