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MINUTES

The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by
Dave Konnerth, Chair at 1:40 p.m.

See attached attendance list.

There were no changes made to the agenda.

The minutes for December 6 were approved (M: Davis, S: Lewis) with
18 yes votes and 0 no votes.

The Chair reminded members that January meetings have been
cancelled for both Planning and Evaluation Committee and the
Resource Prioritization and Allocation Recommendations Committee
(RPARC). The Care Council will hold the February meeting at Jan Platt
library since adequate meeting space could not be secured in Hernando
County.

The Grantee'’s office is conducting the contract negotiation process and
expects to extend more than fifty new contracts to the Board of County
Commissioners for approval in February. Contracts will be effective In
March 2007 and will be five year agreements with annual renewals.

The CARE Act was reauthorized through September 30, 2009 with the
new title ‘Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act of 2006.
There is a greater emphasis on core services in the new legislation, but
our local area currently exceeds the requirement.

The Ryan White Information System (RWIS) audit is concluding.
Preliminary findings deal with procedures around development versus
implementation. Provider trainings will be in February at the West
Tampa Neighborhood Center. Participants will get hands-on work with
the actual database system.
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A. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC)- Jim Roth, Co-
Chair

The committee did not meet in December but is presenting an item from
their November meeting. The committee reviewed the current one
month restriction on antiretroviral agents which was implemented so
clients would seek other medication funding options such as Medicaid,
ADAP (AIDS Drug Assistance Program) and Patient Assistance
Programs leaving Ryan White as the payer of last resort. Pharmacy
providers have been requesting multiple exceptions to the one month
restriction due to the lengthy process for clients to be accepted into any
of these other programs. The Committee is proposing an extension to
the formulary restriction.

The following motion passed (M: Prichard, S: Poulimas) with 18 yes
votes and O no votes:

AMEND THE FORMULARY RESTRICTION ON ANTIRETROVIRAL
AGENTS FROM A ONE MONTH SUPPLY TO A 60 DAY/2MONTH
SUPPLY

Patients with extenuating circumstances may apply for exceptions with
the Grantee’s office, and they will be considered on a case by case
basis. The formulary amendment will become effective immediately.

B. Resource Prioritization and Allocation Recommendations
Committee (RPARC) — Andrew Paquette, Co-Chair

The committee reviewed the expenditure reports for this final
reallocation for the fiscal year 2006-2007. None of these reallocations
will affect a provider's budget for the upcoming year. Since itis very
important to spend down each line item as closely as possible, the
Grantee’s office determined all contracts that were under-expended by
more than five percent and discussed a reallocation decrease with each
of those providers. For all contracts, previous year's performance and
spend down is considered as well as a contract’s reallocation frequency
and quantity. The following motion passed (M: Reynolds, S: Roth) with
14 yes votes, 0 no votes and 2 abstentions (Baity, Hall):
