MINUTES

The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by
Dave Konnerth, Chair at 1:38 p.m.

See attached attendance list.

There were no changes to the agenda.

The minutes for June 6 were approved (M: Bouplon, S: Poulimas) with
14 yes votes, 0 no votes and 2 abstentions (Baity, Martin).

The Chair reminded members that the Council does not meet in the
month of August. New members receive orientation in August.

Aubrey Arnold reminded all members of the importance of confidentiality
in all communication. Michael Amidei added that this extends to all
health and medical conditions and reminded everyone to be mindful of
comments to coworkers and associates in the field as well.

Aubrey announced that our area has been awarded an additional
$145,000 in Part B and RPARC (Resource Prioritization and Allocations
Recommendations Committee) will be looking at allocating those dollars
at their next meeting. We were awarded all of our carryover dollars to
expend as planned. There has been no notice of Minority AIDS Initiative
award, but it is expected in the next few weeks as the grant year begins
August 1.

After the final external security review has been finalized, the Ryan
White Information System (RWIS) will begin collecting baseline data and
become operational after that point.

Aubrey announced that Valetta Rhinehart has accepted a position as a
contract manager with the Charlotte Transitional Grant Area. To remain
in compliance with our grant award, the Ryan White Program expects to
fill the position with an internal move since Hillsborough County is
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currently under a hiring freeze.

A. Membership — Bob Reynolds, Chair

The committee has planned Orientation for new members on August 1
at 1:30 PM at Jan Platt Library in Tampa or on August 2 at 9:30 AM at
Hospice South Center in Saint Petersburg. Anyone wishing to have
refresher information is welcome to attend. Bob announced that the
committee co-chair has taken a leave of absence. Bob also shared the
committee belief that activism and advocacy is personal and not part of
this group; therefore, the committee has chosen not to attempt a special
Political Action Leaders meeting but noted that they are always welcome
to attend any meeting.

The ballots for chair and vice-chair were presented and the floor
was open to nominations. No additional nominations were received
for either position and the Council voted to close nominations for each
position. Staff noted that Alan Wright has resigned from the Care
Council and removed his name form the ballot. Each candidate
presented brief biographical information and ballots were cast.
WENDELL MARTIN WAS ELECTED CHAIR AND CARLA BAITY
WAS ELECTED VICE CHAIR.

The committee presented a slate of new voting members and the
following motion passed (M: Roth, S: Robinson) with 18 yes votes, 0 no
votes and 2 abstentions (Hall, Lewis):

Janet Kitchen reminded everyone that each new member will need a
mentor and asked for volunteers.

B. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) — Jim McGarvey, Chair

The committee presented the Demographics and Epidemiology Report
which is part of the Needs Assessment and overall comprehensive
planning process. The following motion passed (M: Lewis, S: Baity) with
20 yes votes and 0 no votes:

The committee reviewed reallocation recommendations. FY 2007-08



Part A allocations were decided based on last year's budget amount.
Now that this year’s final grant award has been received, adjustments
must be made to balance the budget.

After some discussion including the expectation of MAI (Minority AIDS
Initiative) funds to be allocated to Outpatient/Ambulatory Medical Care
for Patient Education and the permanent reduction to Drug
Reimbursement, the following motion passed (M: Martin, S: Jackson)
with 15 yes votes, and 0 no votes:

The committee is collaborating with a case management agency
to get the newly diagnosed brochure published and distributed to clients
who are on the case management waiting list.

F. Minority Advocacy Committee (MAC) — Carla Baity, Co-Chair

The committee forwarded their support of the mileage reimbursement
being offered to all clients who attend committee meetings. The
committee reviewed items on their work plan including their progress on
a referral mechanism and marketing strategy. The committee would like
to do more to support the community and empower clients to help
support each other.

G. Rural Issues —Deborah Robinson, Chair

The committee had to cancel their town hall meeting in Hardee because
the clients refused to attend for fear of stigma in the small, rural area.
They will attempt to bring the Hardee County clients to the town hall
meeting in Polk in July that will be held in lieu of a committee meeting.
Deborah is attempting to form a support group for women.

H. Standards, Issues, and Operations Committee (SIOC) — David
Konnerth, Chair

SIOC held no meeting in June.

. Women, Infants, Children, Youth and Families (WICY&F)—
Barbara Szelag, Chair

The committee is working to develop standards of care for women,
infants, children and youth. A work group has met once and will meet
again in the coming weeks.

Michael Amidei presented information on homelessness and HIV. He
shared the results of the 2007 Annual Homeless Count and Survey
Results for Pinellas County.

Staff requested that all members help distribute and gather the
Anonymous Needs Survey in Hillsborough County since that is area that
Is greatly underrepresented in survey collection at this time.



COMMUNITY Jim Roth announced a cut to the Sarasota/Manatee HOPWA (Housing
CONCERNS Opportunities for People with AIDS) which will have an immediate
impact on many clients.

Aubrey thanked Dave for his service as Chair of the Care Council.
