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MINUTES

The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by
Dave Konnerth, Chair at 1:45 p.m.

See attached attendance list.

The members agreed by consensus to move the Membership
Committee action items to the end of the agenda.

The minutes for May 2 were approved (M: Davis, S: Poulimas) with 16
yes votes and 0 no votes.

The Chair reminded members that the July meeting would be held on
July 11. Dave also indicated that he would not be running for the
position of Chair for the Care Council for the next term as he would
prefer to devote his attention more fully to RPARC.

Aubrey Arnold stated that the supplemental award for 2007 has been
received and our Total grant award is $8,675,488 which is about
$900,000 less than our total FYO6 award. Remembering that more than
$500,000 of FY06 dollars were applied to MAI programs which is now a
stand-alone grant, we are still looking at a shortfall. The RPARC
Committee will be looking at aligning the budget at their next meeting.

Aubrey announced that the MAI (Minority AIDS Initiative) grant
application was submitted. The requested amount in the application is
$1 Million versus the previous $533,000 allocated to MAI from Title |
dollars. The MAI grant year will run August 1 through July 31. Aubrey
thanked those who assisted with the grant application process.

The contract negotiations for case management including the proposed
eligibility specialists in Hillsborough and Pinellas are complete. Services
should begin July 1.

Gulf Coast is no longer providing case management in Pinellas, but will
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continue to provide those services in Hillsborough and Pasco/Hernando.
The Pinellas case management funds were rebid and alternate
providers have been selected. The agencies selected will have one full
time case manager added in Clearwater and two full time case
managers added in St. Petersburg.

The Ryan White Information System (RWIS) has successfully passed
the security test performed by an external vendor. Although the system
is strong, there are a few items of remediation that will be addressed
promptly. The Grantee’s office hopes that the system will be operational
in the next two months with possible additional or refresher training
given to system users.

Aubrey stated that the Ryan White program at Hillsborough County
Health and Social Services should be able to continue with business as
usual. Since itis grant funded, the Hillsborough County tax cuts should
not create any significant changes.

A. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) — Jim McGarvey, Chair

The committee presented an addendum to Comprehensive Plan Goal 4
concerning the activities of the WICY&F committee at the May meeting
for a 30 day review. The following motion passed (M: Bouplon, S: Roth)
with 16 yes votes and O no votes:

THAT THE CARE COUNCIL AMEND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN GOAL
4 AS FOLLOWS: Ensure that a comprehensive continuum of HIV
primary care/treatment and related psycho-social and support
services is are available throughout the TSA. Psycho-social and
support services include, but are not limited to: transportation,
mental health, substance abuse treatment, food, housing, case
management, and child services.
