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MINUTES

The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by
Wendell Martin, Vice-Chair at 1:35 p.m.

See attached attendance list.

There were no changes made to the agenda.

The minutes for January 10 were approved (M: Roth, S: Wright) with 16
yes votes and O no votes.

The Chair reminded members of the full day retreat on April 4" and
shared a handout from the scheduled presenter. The communication
concern listed on the agenda was resolved prior to the meeting.

Aubrey Arnold stated that the formula award for 2007 has been received
in the amount of $6,330,047. The competitive, supplemental portion will
be announced in April or May. Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) funds now
fall under a separate grant with their fiscal year beginning August 1.
The Grantee is hoping to have the Care Council approve the allocation
of 2006 carryover funds to bridge the funding gap for the MAI program.

The Grantee shared a presentation on the Ryan White HIV/AIDS
Treatment Modernization Act of 2006 which included a side-by-side
comparison with the previous CARE Act. Two new mandated Planning
Council slots exist for Hepatitis C co-infection and Native Americans.
