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MINUTES

The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by
Wendell Martin, Chair at 1:33 p.m.

See attached attendance list.

There were no changes to the agenda.

The minutes for July 11 were approved (M. Amidei, S: Melartin) with 25
yes votes, 0 no votes and 1 abstention (Lambert).

Wendell Martin shared some strategies in use by AIDS service
organizations in other states that he visited while traveling.

Wendell reminded all members to update their alternate form and submit it
to staff.

Aubrey Arnold announced that the Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) award
was received in the amount of $525592. This is a three year grant with
only the first year being competitive so there is a certainty of funds for
years two and three but there may be some fluctuation in amount. Our
application received a score of 94.

The plan for utilization of MAI funds is to provide treatment adherence,
primary care and substance abuse treatment programs in the Eligible
Metropolitan Area (EMA) counties of Hernando, Hillsborough, Pasco and
Pinellas.

Guidance for the 2008 application has not been received, but is
anticipated any day. There should be a two month turn around time for
completion. As in previous years, a completed draft will be available for
review and input.

The organizer of the local AIDS Walk announced a 25% increase in
positive HIV test results over the last year. Aubrey stated that if even a
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portion of these people remain in the area and begin accessing care, it
will become increasingly difficult to provide care with flat or decreased
funding. Other members stated that caution should be used in citing this
statistic since we do not know an actual nhumber, only a percentage and
viral loads are now reported as positive test results.

A. Membership — Bob Reynolds, Chair

The committee has planned a retreat for members on October 3 at the
Children’s Board in Tampa. There will also be a brief business meeting at
1:30. The committee presented two by-law revisions that will sit on the
table for 30 days and be voted on at the November meeting. One revision
will designate the Care Council Vice-Chair as the Chair of SIOC
(Standards, Issues, and Operations Committee) and the other revision will
establish a formal parliamentarian. The committee also asked the Council
to select a parliamentarian for the currently established term. Michael
Amidei and Robbie Bouplon volunteered and the Care Council agreed for
them to serve in the interim until a vote is taken at the November meeting.

B. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) - Jim McGarvey, Chair

Jim shared that the committee is working on revisions to minimum
standards to reflect the new HRSA (Health Resources and Services
Administration) service definitions and are updating the Case
Management/Expert Survey that will be distributed this fall. The
committee presented the Needs Assessment Executive Summary which
details all activities during the past year. It includes the service priorities
for the upcoming year. The following motion passed (M: Amidei, S: Roth)
with 26 yes votes and O no votes:
