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MINUTES
The meeting was called to order by Don Kurtyka, Chair at 2:03 p.m.

Members agreed by consensus to add three items for AICP (AIDS
Insurance Continuation Program) signatures, ADAP (AIDS Drug
Assistance Program) Advisory Work Group report, and Pharmacy
exception form update.

The minutes for May 17, 2007 were approved with the change in two
typographical errors.

Jim Roth reported on the Care Council meeting held in Hernando
County. The Council approved the amendment to Comprehensive Plan
Goal 4, approved the bylaw revision regarding the purpose of the
WICY&F committee and tabled a mileage reimbursement motion and
sent it back to committee. Atthe meeting, the Grantee shared the final
grant award total, an update on the Ryan White Information System,
explained some changes in the case management system in Pinellas
and Hillsborough, and discussed the possible impact of property tax
cuts.
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The Chair read the Grantee's written response to the letter sent
regarding the issues brought up at the May meeting. The Grantee
stated that the item about Nutritional Supplements is an issue to be
handled between the provider and the Grantee’s office. The intent of
the eligibility specialists was clarified and the Grantee stated that these
individuals will supplement the ADAP (AIDS Drug Assistance Program)
and PAC (Project AIDS Care) Waiver staff who already determine
eligibility.

The ad hoc was unable to meet in June due to scheduling conflicts. An
alternate date is being selected.

The Grantee's office asked members to review the guidelines for
nutritional supplements since standard 5 is impossible to comply with
as all nutritional supplements have been removed from the Medicaid
formulary. The following motion passed (M: Betts, S: Laartz) with 10
yes votes, 0 no votes and 1 abstention (Bouplon):

REVISE MINIMUM STANDARDS OF CARE FOR NUTRITIONAL
SUPPLEMENTS AS FOLLOWS

Provider will utilize the most cost-effective product available and
will review and document each fiscal year.

Staff presented a copy of the new HRSA (Health Resources and
Services Administration) Service Definitions for Ryan White Programs.
The definitions have changed from the CARE Act version and may
necessitate some changes in minimum standards of care. Members
asked to have the new definitions integrated into the minimum
standards of care and distributed for review prior to the next meeting.
Staff agreed to provide this to members.

Members shared some concerns regarding the Quality Monitoring Tool
for Primary Care. Several items were added that the group did not feel
they had agreed upon at the last cluster meeting. A main concernis
that the individuals who complete the form are spending significant
amounts of time to do so. Committee members decided that the best
course of action would be for the primary care providers to request a
meeting with the QM provider to review the monitoring tool.

Don was concerned that the ‘Physicians Statement of Diagnosis’ form
for AICP (AIDS Insurance Continuation Program) required a signature
by a medical doctor and signatures of ARNP’s were not accepted.
