MINUTES
The meeting was called to order by Don Kurtyka, Chair at 2:07 p.m.

Members agreed by consensus to move item IX Review Minimum
Standards of Care — Drug Reimbursement to item VI, and to add an
update on Medicare Part D to item XI.

The minutes for August 17, 2006 were approved (M: Loy, S: Poulimas)
with 8 yes votes, 0 no votes and 1 abstention (Bouplon).

Staff reported that the Care Council approved both items submitted by
RPARC, the 2007 allocation recommendations and the MAI allocation
alignment. The Care Council also approved the service caps/limits
presented by P&E.

HSAC members stated concerns that some of the caps/limits directly
affect primary care services and should have been presented to HSAC
prior to Care Council adoption. Jim Roth will share this concern at the
next Care Council meeting during the HSAC report.

The committee had originally reviewed this standard in December 2005
and made a recommendation for revision that had never been carried
forward to Care Council. After review and discussion the following
motion passed (M: Kenyon, S: Poulimas) unanimously:

THAT THE DRUG REIMBURSEMENT MINIMUM STANDARDS BE
REVISED AS FOLLOWS:
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Standard

2. Providers shall maintain records of quarterly quality
improvement meetings including pharmacy staff as required by
FAC 64B16-27.300, Standards of Pharmacy Practice. These
records are considered peer review documents and are not
subject to discovery in civil litigation or administrative actions.

The ad hoc dental committee met on September 14" to establish the
procedural list. Staff had compiled the lists from providers but
members felt that the list was difficult to read without understanding the
dental terms. Barb Clark-Alexander volunteered to reorganize the list
to bring to the next meeting, but later indicated that the original
approach seemed best.

The HSAC discussed the concerns and decided that since the
procedural list only seemed applicable to one provider that was not on
a unit cost arrangement, the item should be tabled until the next
contract year. If more providers are affected, then the committee will
consider adding the procedural list. The following motion passed (M:
Kenyon, S: Bouplon) unanimously:

TABLE THE DENTAL PROCEDURAL LIST UNTIL THE NEXT
CONTRACT YEAR TO DETERMINE IF IT IS NEEDED.

Since the next dental ad hoc meeting was scheduled to finalize the
procedural list, that meeting will be cancelled.

A final concern was raised during the September ad hoc meeting
regarding confidentiality. Members felt that confidentiality concerns
related to HIPAA should be handled by the Grantee’s office.

The floor was open to nominations. Don Kurtyka was nominated as
Chair and Jim Roth as Co-Chair. The following motion (M: Kenyon, S:
Bouplon) passed unanimously:

ELECT DON KURTYKA AS COMMITTEE CHAIR AND JIM ROTH AS
COMMITTEE CO-CHAIR.

The committee agreed by consensus to keep the monthly meeting at
the Hillsborough County Health Department on the third Thursday.
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
